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ADOPT-A-ROUNDABOUT PROGRAM

AGREEMENT AND RELEASE


This Agreement and Release, made this ____ day of ____________, 20__ by and between Harford County, Maryland , a body corporate and politic of the State of Maryland (hereinafter “the County”), and ________________________________________________(hereinafter “the Landscaper”).


WHEREAS, the County is the owner of a road roundabout located at the intersection of ______________ and _____________ Roads (hereinafter referred to as “the Roundabout”); and


WHEREAS, the Landscaper is a licensed and insured landscaping company operating in Harford County, Maryland; and

WHEREAS, the Landscaper wishes to participate in the County’s Adopt-a-Roundabout Program which requires a landscaper to provide landscaping services, at no cost to the County, in the center of a roundabout in return for the erection of sign bearing its name. 

NOW THEREFORE WITNESSETH that for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises contained herein and other good and valuable consideration the receipt and adequacy of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties have agreed as follows:


1.
The above recitals are incorporated herein.

2.
The Landscaper shall submit a landscaping plan for the Roundabout to the County for review and approval.

3.
The Landscaper shall provide documentation that it carries a valid insurance policy with, as a minimum, the following limits: $1,000,000 for general liability and $1,000,000 for automobile liability.  The Landscaper shall also provide the County with evidence of a current and valid Workers’ Compensation insurance policy with limits equal to or in excess of those required by law.


4.
The Landscaper shall, at no cost to the County, install landscaping in the Roundabout in accordance with the approved landscaping plan and any additional requirements placed upon the landscaping by the County.

5.
The Landscaper agrees that it shall, with regard to the work described herein, comply with all applicable laws, rules and regulations, including safety requirements imposed by the County.  The County shall provide four (4) safety vests to Landscaper for its use during the term of this Agreement and Release.  Landscaper agrees that each of its employees or agents shall wear a safety vest at all times while working in the Roundabout and that, if deemed necessary by the County, it shall post warning signs on roads leading to the Roundabout.  Landscaper shall also obtain any permits necessary to carry out the work. 

6.
The County agrees that Landscaper shall have the right, during the term of this Agreement and Release, to enter upon the Roundabout as necessary to perform the landscaping work and any required subsequent maintenance.  The County shall, upon completion of the installation of the landscaping, install a sign, substantially similar to the sign shown in Attachment 1, which is incorporated herein, in the Roundabout bearing the name of Landscaper.  The County shall, at its cost, maintain the sign.

7.
The Landscaper agrees that it shall, at no cost to the County, maintain the landscaping installed under this Agreement and Release in a neat and tidy manner and shall trim all vegetation in the Roundabout so that the vegetation does not interfere with the sight lines of traffic negotiating the Roundabout.  In the event that Landscaper fails to properly maintain the landscaping and the plants and bedding materials wither, die or become unkempt or unsightly, the County may terminate this Agreement and Release and remove the sign bearing Landscaper’s name.  
8. Landscaper agrees to indemnify, defend and save the County, its officers, employees, servants and agents, harmless from and against any liability and all claims, losses, costs, including attorneys’ fees, and damages of whatever nature arising from or in any way related to the landscaping work (including maintenance) performed in the Roundabout by Landscaper or its contractors, licensees, agents, servants or employees, including any accident, injury or damage whatsoever caused to any person or property occurring in, on, or about the Roundabout or any part thereof or outside the Roundabout, where such accident, damage, or injury results or is claimed to have resulted from an act or omission on the part of the Landscaper, its agents or employees.
9. Landscaper understands and agrees that it, its agents, servants and employees assume the risk of working in the Roundabout and hereby release the County from any and all claims, losses or costs they may incur as a result of the installation and maintenance of the landscaping.
10.  The initial term of this Agreement and Release shall be one year from the date of execution.  The Agreement and Release shall be renewable, for up to five additional one-year terms, at the mutual agreement of the parties. 
11. This Agreement and Release is assignable only with the written consent of the County and may be amended only by a writing signed by both parties.


WHEREFORE, the parties hereto have placed their hands and seals on the day above first written.
